SUPER 6 Cancellation:

Please note that written confirmation has been received that the 3 Gauteng Associations (Gauteng, Eastern Gauteng, Northern Gauteng) have officially withdrawn all teams from the 2009 SATA Super 6 Tournament that was scheduled for the 11th & 12th July, Kearsney College, Durban.  

The decision to withdraw was made due to:

· financial constraints of players in the current economic situation  
· players not willing to / unable to travel to Durban

· the assumption that the tournament standard will not be on a par to provincial touch standard

As this is traditionally a tournament held between teams from KZN & the 3 Gauteng Associations (Gauteng, Eastern Gauteng, Northern Gauteng) the tournament organisers have unfortunately had no choice but to cancel the tournament this year

Players, please accept sincere apologies for any inconvenience – I am sure that you will understand that the circumstances with regard to the cancellation of the 2009 SATA Super 6 Tournament were beyond the tournament organisers control

Players who have booked & paid for flights to Durban in order to participate at Super 6 are requested to refer all queries to their local Association Chairperson / Committee Representative 
2011 WC Selection Process – 1st Opportunity to be Observed by Selectors:

Selection opportunity tournaments were listed in the 2011 WC Selection Process Information email dated 29/04/09 (sent to all Association Chairpersons with the request to forward to all concerned in their respective Associations)
The 1st of these WC selection opportunities was scheduled to take place at the Super 6 in Durban, giving both Gauteng & KZN players the opportunity to be observed before final selections take place at the 2010 SIPT in Johannesburg
SATA has now given the 3 Gauteng Associations (Gauteng, Eastern Gauteng, Northern Gauteng) the go-ahead to organise a tournament to give their players an initial selection opportunity 

There is however a proviso that the tournament must be run as per specifications set out for all official SATA tournaments & all players will have to pay the SATA tournament registration fee of R30 
2011 WC selections will only take place at a tournament that is approved by SATA as being compliant with all specifications 
SATA will confirm the date & venue of the Gauteng selection opportunity tournament as soon as approved

The Senior World Cup of Touch is being held in Edinburgh, Scotland in June 2011 

South African participation in this event is being co-ordinated / organised by the SATA Technical Representative Portfolio together with input from the Coaching and Sponsorship / Marketing Portfolios. 

Selection Process: 

· Due to the circumstances of the past, the World Cup Selection Process has been delayed

This has been unavoidable, so a certain aspect of the process (the amount of training time available) has been reduced

In order for players to be able to have a minimum of 1 full year of preparation and the opportunity to raise the necessary funds, etc, the selection process has to be completed at the 2010 Senior IPT 

· SATA has decided on using a TID (talent Identification) process to select players as this gives players a greater opportunity to be fairly considered, and saves the cost and logistical problems associated with holding an extra ‘trials camp’ or similar system

 

· The first aspect of this process involves all interested players ‘registering their intent to be considered for selection’
This involves the completion of a detailed questionnaire / form and payment of a R500.00 registration fee (the payment of a registration fee indicates each players' commitment to playing for their country & is refundable if a player is not selected) 
These players names will be highlighted on their tournament team-sheets in order for selectors to look at  

them

There are 3 opportunities for players to be ‘observed’ by selectors before the 2010 SIPT: 

· 2009 Super 6, Durban 11-12 July 2009

· 2009 Junior IPT, Durban 25-27 September 2009 

· 2009 Tri-Series, Cape Town, November 2009 (date TBC) 

· These tournaments will involve simple ‘game-play’ type assessments to shortlist players considered capable of representing their country

· A final, detailed TID and selection of shortlisted players will be made at the 2010 Senior IPT (Johannesburg, March 2010 - date TBC) 

An initial 18 - 20 players will be selected for each team - if there are less than 16 players for any team, that team will be withdrawn

· Please note:

All players that participated in the 2007 Senior WC & the 2009 Youth International Tournament will be considered as having gone through the initial TID (talent identification) process – players in this group will still have to register their intent to be considered for selection to participate in the 2011 Senior WC (must submit completed form / pay registration fee) & MUST compete in the 2010 Senior SIPT

 

· Teams will be reduced to a minimum of 14 and a maximum of 16 players after the first training camp (or, alternatively, by the date at which non-refundable deposits are due.) - this is to allow the squad the maximum opportunity for competition for places, and for loss of numbers due to injury, or other causes

· The squads for each team will be announced either at, or shortly after, the 2010 SIPT

Training Camps:

The 1st camp will not be in Johannesburg after the 2010 SIPT, as there will be insufficient time to inform players, or make considered selections; and players will be excessively fatigued 

· 1st camp – Durban, April 2010, dates to be confirmed, but advantage will be taken of long weekends 

· 2nd camp – Johannesburg, after 2010 Super 6 

· 3rd Camp – Cape Town, after 2010 JIPT

· 4th / final camp – Johannesburg, June 2011, directly before departure to the UK 

· The South African teams will travel to the UK early in order to train / play warm–up games against local teams.

 Divisions:

       Open – Men’s / Ladies / Mixed

       Over 30’s – Men’s / Mixed
       Over 35’s – Men’s

       Over 40’s – Men’s

· Players of any age will be considered for selection. However, players may not represent their country in a team with a minimum age limit if they are below the minimum age in an age-category team (eg: Men’s Over 30's must all be over 30 years of age)

Budget:

The preliminary estimated cost of the 12 day tour is R25000pp

· This amount will cover the basic tour costs of the international flights (including airport taxes & travel insurance) / accommodation / meals / team registration & player entry fees / kit  etc. 

· This amount does not cover passport / visa applications or local flights between Cape Town or Durban & Johannesburg

· THIS IS AN APPROXIMATE / ESTIMATED BUDGET FIGURE AT THIS STAGE AND IS SUBJECT TO A NUMBER OF UNCERTAINTIES (EG: EXCHANGE RATE, FLIGHT COSTS, ETC). 

EVERY EFFORT WILL BE MADE TO OBTAIN FULL OR PARTIAL SPONSORSHIP FOR THE TOUR, BUT THERE IS NO GUARANTEE OF THIS - THE TOUR MUST THEREFORE BE REGARDED AS SELF-FUNDING 

PLAYERS MUST BE ABLE TO COMMIT TO THE PAYMENT OF THE TOUR COST

Notification / Declaration of Intent to be Considered for Selection:      

All interested players are requested to register their intent to be considered for selection to represent South Africa at the 2011 Senior World Cup – see below for registration form 

· The cost of registration is R500 per player – refundable if not selected
· The registration / declaration of intent form will not be considered valid unless accompanied by proof of payment of the R500 registration fee

The following terms & conditions will apply:

· Completion of registration form and payment of R500 fee

· Ability to afford the financial requirements of the tour:

A payment schedule will be arranged for all players - failure to provide payment on time as per schedule will result in that player being removed from the squad, and any non-refundable payments they have made till that date will be forfeited

· Must be a South African citizen

· Not undergoing a playing ban at the times of selection

· May not be accused in any criminal case

· Must not be tested positive for any performance enhancing or illegal drugs, or any drug or substance banned by the International Olympic Forum

· Must commit to attendance at all training camps:

The only accepted reasons for non-attendance at camps, or withdrawal from a squad or team once 
selected will 
be: 

1. Death or bereavement in the IMMEDIATE family

2. Serious injury or illness 

3. An Act of God. 

· Any minimum fitness or physiological standard specified by coach or fitness adviser 

· Must be up-to-date with all previous SATA tournament fee payments
